The Universi ty of Tennessee System

The Universi ty of Tennessee System is made up of three universities separately
accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools:

¥The Universi ty of Tennessee, comprising the Health Science Center in
Memphis, the Space Institute in Tullahoma, the main campus in Knoxville, and the
Institute of Agriculture and the Institute for Public Service, which are headquartered in
Knoxville with a statewide presence.

¥The Universi ty of Tennessee Chattanooga.
¥The Universi ty of Tennessee Marti n.

Each university carries out a rich array of research, instructional, and public-service
programs on behalf of federal, state, corporate, and private sponsors which fund the

programs.

This annual report summarizes and totals
the awar ds made to the colleges,
schools, departments, and centers in
each institution in the University of
Tennessee System. The totals include
funds actually obligated to the various
sponsored programs in Fiscal Year 2005,
as recorded in Coeus, the sponsored-
programs database used by research
administrators in two of the three
institutions. (Awards to the University of
Chattanooga are tracked in a separate
accounting system and are summarized
in an appendix to this report.) The report
also tracks in broad terms the sources of
these awards.

. . . a resource for advanced research . . .

Fisca l 2 00 5 has been an out st anding year for research and sponsored
program s in t he Universit y of Tennessee System . Total awards to t he UT
Syst em 's t hree accredited universit ies grew to $285.1 m illion dollars, up from
$271.2 m illion in FY 2004.

The '05 t ot al is a record for t he UT System and ref lect s t he overall
healt h of t he system 's init iat ive to serve Tennessee and t he nat ion t hrough
research, inst ruct ional program s, and public serv ice. Am ong t he highlight s:

¥ The Universit y of Tennessee's f lagship cam pus in Knoxville set it s
own record, w inning $131.2 m illion in research awards, an increase of $22.2
m illion over it s FY 2004 total.

¥ The UT depart m ent s of Physics & Ast ronom y and of Mat er ials Science
& Engineering cont r ibut ed signif icant ly t o t he UT Knoxv ille increase; bot h
depar tm ent s doubled t heir award t ot als. That growt h can be at t r ibuted t o
UT's increased collaborat ion wit h Oak Ridge Nat ional Laborat ory, especially
as t he Spallat ion Neut ron Source com es on line to m ake ORNL and UT t he
world's prem ier center for m aterials research.

¥ The I nst it ute of Agricult ure cont inued its dram at ic six -year growt h
t rend wit h t otal awards of $30.5 m illion, up from $13.7 m illion in FY 2004.

¥ The Universit y of Tennessee Mart in alm ost doubled it s funding for
sponsored program s, growing from $4.6 m illion in FY 2004 t o $8.1 m illion for
the current year .

¥ Though award totals for t he Healt h Science Center in Mem phis fell
som ewhat in FY 2005, it is im portant to rem em ber t hat t he FY 2004 tot al
included t he largest single award t he universit y system has ever received - -
a one- t im e $13.7-m illion biocontainm ent laboratory funded by t he Nat ional
I nst it utes of Healt h.

The essent ial lesson in t hese t otals is t hat t he research wor ld is t urning
m ore and m ore t o t he Universit y of Tennessee System as a resource for
advanced research, sk illed inst ruct ion and t raining, and t im ely public serv ice.
These successes, in t urn, prom ise long- term benef it s not only for t he st ate's
econom y but also for t he educat ion of t he next generat ion's leaders in
science, engineer ing, t he hum anit ies, and t he professions.

The fut ure prom ises even m ore growt h and accom plishm ent for t he
Universit y of Tennessee System and t he st ate it serves.
